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Progress Report 
Good news to report is that the MKC 
Highways Team has freshened up 
the lines on the road at the junction 
of Snelshall Street with Nymans 
Gate. Residents had complained that 
this junction was unsafe.  
 English Partnerships have 
also assured us that the final road 
surface for Exbury Lane will be laid 
shortly; at the same time appropriate 
road markings will be applied.    
 Together that means we 
have made real progress on a number 
of our TOP TEN issues (I think 
we’re down to about 5).  But some 
really thorny ones remain. 
 Rosemary Drewett, local 
councillor, is pursuing some of these 
on your behalf, importantly 
including the dangerous footpath 
along Levens Hall Drive (Amberley 
Homes – where have you gone?), 
and the state of the area around 
Killerton Close. We’re also intrigued 
by the lack of progress with the 
allotments behind Wimborne 
Crescent.  
 We like a challenge, so if 
you have any issues to replace those 
on the list that we’ve sorted, let us 
know.
